 Agatha Christie disappears from her 

home in Berkshire, England on December 3rd, 

1926. She goes missing for eleven days until she 

was found 200 miles away with no memory of 

what occurred during her time away. This 

became one of the greatest British mysteries 

which one historian, Lucy Worsley, is convinced 

she has cracked. Eight months prior to her 

disappearance, Christie had lost her mother in 

April and her husband divorced her for a 

younger woman in August of 1926. She fell into 

a deep depression by December of the same 

year, which Worsley believes caused a fugue 

state within the author. Christie reported 

forgetfulness, tearfulness, insomnia, an inability 

to cope with normal life, and she had even 

considered suicide. While this condition is very 

rare, it has been observed within people with 

extensive emotional strife. After Christie was 

found, conspiracy circled the story; she was 

accused of faking the memory loss and was 

working to frame her husband for murder since 

she was going by his mistresses’ surname. 

Worsley dismisses any kind of conspiracy 

stating, “That's not framing your cheating 

husband for murder, that is living with a really 

serious mental health condition.” Christie got 

remarried in 1930, was made a Dame in 1971, 

and died at the old age of 85 in 1976. Her 

stories and her stage play The Mousetrap are 

still relevant today and are revered as some of 

the greatest mystery writings in existence.
